Introduction

1.1
All the education we provide during normal school hours is at no charge to pupils. We do not charge for any activity undertaken as part of the National Curriculum. However in keeping with guidance from the Welsh Assembly Government, we may charge for activities which are optional extras. 

2 
Voluntary contributions

2.1 
When organising school trips or visits to enrich the curriculum and the educational experience of the children, the school invites parents and carers to contribute to the cost. All contributions are voluntary. If we do not receive sufficient voluntary contributions, we may cancel a trip. If a trip goes ahead, it may include children whose parents or carers have not paid any contribution. We do not treat these children differently from any others.

2.2 
If a parent wishes their child to take part in a school trip or event, but is unwilling or unable to make a voluntary contribution, we still allow the child to participate fully in the trip or activity. Sometimes the school pays additional costs in order to support the visit. Parents and carers have a right to know how each trip is funded, and the school provides this information on request.

2.3 
The following is a list of additional activities, organised by the school, which require voluntary contributions from parents and carers. These activities are known as 'optional extras'. This list is not exhaustive:

·  visits to museums;

·  sporting activities which require transport expenses;

·  outdoor adventure activities;

·  visits to or by a theatre company;

·  school trips
·  musical events
· enrichment activities by outside providers

The school will use their discretion and remit in full or in part, the cost of optional extras for trips, materials, books, instruments and equipment in certain circumstances where families on low incomes encounter difficulty paying for such things.
3
Music tuition

3.1 
All children study music as part of the normal school curriculum. We do not charge for this. Pupils from Year 1 upwards also have the option to attend the lunchtime school choir practice for which there is no charge ( other than charging for transport costs if the choir requires a bus to transport them to performance venues.)
            Pupils can however opt to have individual or group music tuition with the outside music provider CAVMS and parents will be charged for these lessons which are in addition to the normal school curriculum. 
4
Extra-curricular Clubs
4.1
Any extra-curricular clubs run by school staff or local clergy ( eg. Messy Church ) will not incur a cost, unless transport is required to take pupils to another venue.
 4.2      Any extra- curricular clubs run by outside providers will incur a cost which is set by the provider themselves and reviewed by the SLT. This provision is optional and it is in addition to the normal school curriculum.

5.         Residential Visit
5.1       Parents will be invited to pay for the residential visit in Year 6 which is run outside of normal school hours and is in addition to the normal school curriculum. In cases of genuine hardship, the school would consider subsidising the trip so that it is accessible for all pupils regardless of background.
